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ST. PETERSBURG COLLEGE
Overview

Access and excellence are the hallmarks of St. Petersburg College, which was founded in 1927 as St. Petersburg
Junior College, Florida's first two-year institution of higher education.

Today, the college stands as a multi-campus, four-year public institution with learning sites throughout Pinellas
County, in St. Petersburg, Clearwater, Tarpon Springs, Pinellas Park, Largo and Seminole. More than 64,000
students are served annually by SPC, including students from many countries.

William D. Law Jr. became St. Petersburg College’s sixth president on June 7, 2010, following the retirement of
Carl M. Kuttler Jr., who served as president for 31 years.

The College added baccalaureate degrees to its educational offerings in 2002, becoming the first among
Florida’s 28 public community colleges to do so. The College now offers 22 bachelor’s degrees, most that are
in workforce areas.

The Seminole Campus, which opened in August 1998, includes the C.W. Bill Young University Partnership
Center (UPC) and the Dennis L. Jones Seminole Community Library. Since 1999, the UPC has enabled
students to earn baccalaureate and graduate degrees from partner institutions without leaving Pinellas County.
In 2001, the UPC began offering doctoral degrees. There are now 16 partners offering 64 degrees.

In May 2009, The American Stage Theatre Company joined The Florida International Museum, The Florida
Orchestra, and the box office for The Palladium Theater at the College's Downtown site, the College’s
downtown arts cultural center. The College also owns the Leepa-Rattner Museum of Art on the Tarpon Springs
Campus.

St. Petersburg College seeks to be a creative leader and partner with students, communities, service agencies,
businesses and other educational institutions to deliver enriched learning experiences and to promote economic
and workforce development.

The work of its outstanding, diverse faculty and staff is enhanced by advanced technologies, online learning,
international education opportunities, innovative teaching techniques, comprehensive library and other
information resources, continuous institutional self-evaluation, a climate for student success and an enduring
commitment to excellence.

Degrees and Programs Offered

Bachelor of Applied Science (B.A.S)) deagrees— B.A.S. degrees are offered in Business Management and
Administration, Computer and Information Technology, Finance, Health Science, Law / Public Safety and
Service, Public Safety Administration, and Veterinary Technology.

Bachelor of Science (B.S.) degrees— B.S. degrees are offered in Biology, Business Administration, Nursing,
Education, and Law / Public Safety and Service.

Upper Division Certificates — Students with a bachelor’s degree or higher can further enhance their skills and
knowledge with post-baccalaureate certificates in several fields including Educator Preparation, Gangs
Enforcement Management, Paralegal Studies, Project Management, and Veterinary Practice Management.

Associatein Arts (A.A.) degrees — Students can choose from more than 200 majors that transfer to virtually
any accredited university world-wide. An A.A. degree from SPC, by law, grants admission as a junior to one of
the Florida’s 11 public universities.

Associatein Science (A.S.) degrees— Students gain skills for careers in as little as two years. A.S. degrees
enable students to enter the workforce immediately after graduation and allow those already in fields to upgrade
their job skills. A.S. degrees in some fields grant students admission to other private and public universities.

Associatein Applied Science (A.A.S.) degrees — Students gain skills for careers in as little as two years.
A.A.S. degrees enable students to enter the workforce after graduation and allow those already in fields to
upgrade their job skills.

Technical Certificates (C.T.) — Students can prepare for new professions or enhance existing job skills, in
less time than an Associate in Science degree. In some cases, students can complete a C.T. within a year.

Advanced Technical Certificates (A.T.C.) —Advanced Technical Certificates are offered in different areas of
Health Science, and can be awarded to students who already have a degree and are seeking advanced training.

Applied Technology Diploma (A.T.D.) — An Applied Technology Diploma is a part of an Associate in
Science degree (A.S.) or an Associate in Applied Science degree (A.A.S.), but are fewer than 60 credit hours.
An Applied Technology Diploma program may consist of either vocational or college credit and can lead to
employment in specific occupations.

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2011-12 - A Year of Achievement

Spenser Reed was selected the outstanding community college graduate in Florida and one of 20
recognized nationally by USA Today. He is now a pre-med student at Cornell University with plans to
research autoimmune disease and holistic medicine.

The new Michael and Evelyn Bilirakis Building, a 40,000 square-foot structure on the Tarpon Springs
Campus that houses the Bilirakis College of Education, was dedicated in April 2011. The Bilirakises
were honored for their longtime support of the college and roles in bringing bachelor’s degrees in
education to the college in 2002.

Steve Meier, a retired faculty member, was recognized with a Lifetime Achievement Award for his 32
years of services and leadership as an advisor in Phi Theta Kappa Honor Society’s Eta Nu Chapter at the
St. Petersburg/Gibbs Campus.

SPC’s Institute for Strategic Policy Solutions began operations under the direction of its new executive
director , David Klement, in spring 2011. The institute continues to carry out a number of missions, all
of which are tied to improving public policy and preparing students for careers in the public sector.
NASA Astronaut Nicole Stott, a member of NASA’s Discovery Space Shuttle crew, landed at the
Kennedy Space Center in March 2011 after a 13-day mission to the International Space Station. It was
the last mission for Discovery, which has been in service since 1984. Stott was SPC’s commencement
speaker in spring 2010, and also was named Alumna of the Year at that time.

For the seventh consecutive year, the St. Petersburg Collegiate High School at the St. Petersburg/Gibbs
Campus received an “A” rating from the state of Florida. It ranked as the eighth best high school in the
state and No. 1 in Pinellas County.

The Palladium at St. Petersburg College was recognized for having the Best Summer Jazz by Tampa Bay
Metro Magazine.

The College received $1.25 million in federal grant funding from the Department of Labor through the
Tampa Bay H-1B Technical Skills Training programs to help workers in the health care field.

A record number of graduates (1,020) attended the College’s spring 2011 graduation ceremony on May
7, 2011 at Tropicana Field. Associate and bachelor’s program graduates received degrees, as did
graduates of St. Petersburg Collegiate High School.

The Board of Trustees approved $400,000 to hire additional full-time faculty for the 2011-12 academic
year, the first phase in a two-year plan to “re-establish the hiring of faculty as the most important of our
budgetary priorities,” according to President Bill Law.

SPC disbursed $80 million in financial aid to the 19,619 students for the fall 2011 term, the largest such
disbursement in the college’s history. Financial aid money came from federal, state, and college
sources.

Beginning spring enrollment was 32,732 unduplicated, credit-seeking students.

The new state-of-the-art veterinary Technology Center opened for fall 2011 classes.

SPC was ranked as one of the Top 50 veteran-friendly colleges in the nation by the Military Times Edge.
The College of Nursing was reaccredited by the Commission on Collegiate Nursing Education for its
RN to BSN program.

The Paralegal Studies Program was granted re-approval for seven years by the American Bar
Association House Delegates. In addition to an Associate of Science degree, a four-year program, and
post-baccalaureate certificate were added, making SPC’s paralegal program the only one in the state to
offer three approved programs.
