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PROCEDURE: PROGRAM-BASED GOOD ACADEMIC STANDING, ACADEMIC WARNING, PROBATION, SUSPENSION AND DISMISSAL
I.
Program-Based Academic Standing Definition

To measure students’ academic progression, the College uses the courses and grades associated with the student’s current program of study.  The measurement consists of:
A. Program GPA – GPA based on all courses which satisfy or could satisfy a graduation requirement in the student’s current program of study. It includes developmental courses and specified college level courses (MAT 1033, SLS 1126) that are not part of plan requirement.
B. Program completion percentage (Pace) – This calculation is based on credits used to satisfy the requirements for graduation in the student’s current program of study. It is calculated by dividing completed credits by all attempted credits. Completion of a course is defined as a grade of A, B, C, D or P. Attempted courses include any course with a grade of A, B, C, D, F, P, W, WF and WR. Program completion percentages exclude developmental coursework.
Transfer credits applicable towards the student’s current program of study are included in both the Program GPA and completion percentage calculation.
Both Program GPA and Program completion percentage are calculated at the end of the term.

This procedure is in addition to any approved academic program specific academic standing rules and procedures. Academic program rules may supersede the rules contained in this procedure.
II.
Good Academic Standing
Students admitted into college credit programs must maintain at least an overall 2.00 Program GPA and an overall Program completion percentage of 67%.  .  Once a student no longer meets these requirements at the end of a term, they are placed on Academic Warning, Probation, Suspension or Dismissal (as described below).
III.
Academic Warning
A.  
When a student no longer meets the Good Academic Standing requirements (as defined above), they will be placed on Academic Warning.
B.    Once a student is placed on Academic Warning, they have one term to increase their overall Program GPA and Program completion percentage to return to Good Academic Standing or they will be placed on Academic Probation. 
IV.
Academic Probation
A. 
Once a student is placed on Academic Probation, their term-based Program GPA and Program completion percentage will be evaluated at the end of each term.  The student will remain on Academic Probation until one of the following occurs:
1.
When the student’s overall Program GPA and Program completion percentage both meet the Good Academic Standing criteria, the student will  return to Good Academic Standing
2.
When the student’s term-based Program GPA is below a 2.00 and/or their term-based Program completion percentage is less than 67% the student will be placed on Academic Suspension.
V. 
Academic Suspension
A.
Once a student is placed on Academic Suspension, they will not be allowed to enroll for one term.
B.
Before re-enrolling the student is required to consult with an academic advisor and a learning support specialist to complete the terms of a Student Success Contract.  Depending on the student’s individual needs, the Student Success Contract may require a student to successfully complete non-credit sessions on topics such as time management, study skills, and life planning.
C.
When the student returns to the College, they will be placed back on Academic Probation and subject to those rules.  However, if the student’s term-based Program GPA is below a 2.00 and/or their term-based Program completion percentage is below 67%  at the end of the term, the student will be placed on Academic Dismissal. Students who do not meet the requirements of Academic Probation in subsequent terms will be placed on Academic Suspension.

VI.
Academic Dismissal
A.     Once a student is placed on Academic Dismissal, they will not be allowed to enroll for one academic year.

B.     Before re-enrolling the student is required to consult with an academic advisor and a learning support specialist to complete the terms of a Student Success Contract.  Depending on the student’s individual needs, the Student Success Contract may require a student to successfully complete non-credit sessions on topics such as time management, study skills, and life planning.
C.     When the student returns to the College, they will be placed back on Academic Probation and subject to those rules.  However, if the student’s  term-based Program GPA is below a 2.00 and/or their term-based Program completion percentage is below 67% at the end of the term the student will be placed on Academic Dismissal.
VII.  Academic Suspension and Dismissal Appeals

A.   A student on Academic Suspension is eligible to submit an appeal for continual enrollment to the Student Support Manager or designee at their home campus. The student must provide evidence of extenuating circumstances beyond the student’s control which prevented successful completion of their coursework. The extenuating circumstance must have occurred during the probationary period prior to suspension. Extenuating circumstances include:
· Death of an immediate family member (parent, guardian,  sibling, spouse, child or relative residing with student).
· Confirmed medical emergency resulting in confinement or incapacitation of a defined length. Documentation must be provided from the appropriate attending medical professional or mental health care provider.
· Involuntary call to active U.S. Military duty. 
· Natural disaster that impacted the student’s ability to complete coursework.
· Student is a victim of domestic violence or crime.
Appeals should be submitted by the end of the term in which the student is placed on Academic Suspension and a minimum of one week prior to when the student’s next desired class begins.

If the appeal is approved, the student must meet with their assigned academic advisor to create a success plan. The student will be placed on Academic Probation and subject to the rules of this standing. If the student is placed on Academic Suspension at the end of the term in which they are approved to re-enroll, a second appeal will not be considered and the student will not be allowed to enroll for one term. 

If the appeal is denied, the student may appeal to the Associate Provost or designee at their home campus. The decision of the Associate Provost is final.
B.

A student on Academic Dismissal is eligible to submit an appeal to the Associate Provost or designee at their home campus for readmission prior to the conclusion of the one-year dismissal period. The student must have a break in enrollment for a minimum of one semester prior to submitting the appeal for early readmission. The appeal must include strategies that will be used to support the student’s success in future terms and mitigate any circumstances which resulted in the student being placed on Academic Dismissal.

If the appeal is approved, the student must meet with their assigned academic advisor to create a success plan. The student will be placed on Academic Probation and subject to the rules of this standing. If the student is placed on Academic Suspension at the end of the term in which they are approved to re-enroll, a second appeal will not be considered and the student will not be allowed to enroll for a minimum of one term.
The decision of the Associate Provost is final.
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
